Cleated Plywood Boxes:

Multiwall Shipping Sacks:

* Definition: Durable bags made of layered materials,
suitable for shipping bulk items.

* Instructions: Seal sacks properly, stack in stable
formations, label with product details.

Bales:

 Definition: Compact bundles of materials like hay or
cotton secured with ties.

* Products: Cotton, hay, recycled materials.

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Dunnage

* Dunnage refers to materials used to support and protect cargo during
transportation. It includes items like wooden blocks, airbags, or
inflatable bags strategically placed to prevent movement and absorb
shocks.

Application in Break Bulk Ship Loading

¢ Dunnage: Placing wooden blocks or airbags between cargo items
prevents direct contact, reducing the risk of damage during loading,
unloading, and transit.

Application in Container Loading

¢ Dunnage: Placing airbags or wooden blocks between cargo and
container walls prevents shifting and absorbs shocks during
transportation.

Definition

* Trimming involves adjusting the positioning of cargo within a
container or on a ship to ensure an even distribution of weight. This
helps maintain the vessel's stability and prevents tilting during
transportation.

Application in Break Bulk Ship Loadi

* Trimming: Distributing weight evenly on a break bulk ship ensures
stability, reducing the risk of listing or capsizing.

Application in Container Loading
* Trimming: Properly distributing weight within the container ensures

balance and stability, reducing the risk of cargo damage and container
tilting.
